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Inklings from the Interim Rector 

I confess that, when I use the television remote 

control to channel cruise late at night, I occasionally 

stop and watch the TLC show called ñHoarding.ò It 

is fascinating and intriguing to see how these poor 

souls depicted on the show have become (as the 

showôs subtitle says) ñBuried Aliveò by all their 

possessions.  In each episode, the cameras pan from 

room to room of a hoarderôs home.  Each room is 

shown filled with waist-high piles and piles of 

papers, magazines, clothing, boxes, decorations, 

tchotchkes, junk, rotted food, and bags of garbage.  

The hoarders and their families are literally stuck 

and paralyzed by ñstuffò and the accompanying 

chaos, confusion, and filth.  The overwhelming 

clutter is a cocoon within which the hoarder feels 

protected from traumas--both past and present.  But 

then the cocoon is also a straitjacket preventing the 

residents of the house from being free to move 

forward in their lives. 

As I watch the show, I am awestruck, puzzled, even 

ñweirded out.ò How can these hoarders and their 

families stand to live like that?  How did they let it 

get so bad?  Doesnôt the rank smell or the evidence 

of spider webs and rat droppings ever become so 

bad that finally it gets them to start cleaning up their 

act?  Sadly, in each episode, it takes the combined 

and concerted efforts of outside family members 

and friends and a team of psychotherapists, 

organization specialists, junk removal workers, and 

even hazmat cleaners to excavate and fumigate the 

hoarderôs home and get the hoarders to recognize 

and amend their compulsive behavior. 

I suppose that I am not the only viewer of the show 

to feel some superior sense of pride and smug self-

satisfaction.  I think, ñYes, my home may have a 

few piles of clutter and unfinished business here and 

there.  And, yes, my home may need a good dusting 

and vacuuming and the windows need washing.  

But I would NEVER let my home get as bad as 

THAT!ò   

I can attribute these feelings to the fact that I see 

myself as an organized and neat person.  In my 

work life and home life, I have to juggle too many 

balls in the air all the time to let stuff get too out of 

control or not properly stored so I can find things 

again.

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In addition, having moved three times in the past 

two years, Don and I have had to do a lot of culling 

of our possessions.  During our last move, which 

was paid for out of our own pockets and not by a 

church, we scrutinized every item we packed and 

asked, ñIs it really worth $1 per pound to wrap this 

and move it back to California?ò  Many times the 

answer was ñNo,ò and we then dumped it, gave it 

away, or donated it to charity.  Still, we had many 

pounds of possessions that we did move.  And when 

we unpacked our things in our townhouse in 

Campbell, we did even more culling, dumping, and 

donating. 

I am not telling you all of this to be complimented 

on my lack of hoarding.  Rather, I am making a 

point and asking all of us, as we begin this New 

Year, to scrutinize and re-examine our possessions.  

Not just the material stuff, but also the mental 

attitudes and beliefs that may be holding us hostage 

and cluttering up our lives and our relationships 

with God and with our loved ones.  We can all do 

with a bit of internal house cleaning, culling, and 

redecorating, all of which can be a life-changing 

and soul-freeing thing.  Just look at the happy 

endings of the ñHoardingò shows. 

 

As we turn the calendar page to January and look 

forward to a year ahead filled with new possibilities 

and adventures, let us ask ourselves:  ñWhat is it 

that is still holding us down or holding us back?  Is 

it now time to forgive an old slight or past mistake?  

Is it now time to confess and make amends for 

things we have done that have hurt others?  Can we 

now let go of things we have hoarded and held onto 

to make room for Christôs healing grace and for 

Godôs guidance and strength to work again in our 

lives?ò        

The Year 2012 promises to be a year of many 

changes: the end of the war in Iraq and the 

continuation of the war in Afghanistan; the (albeit) 

slow recovery of the economy and decrease in 

unemployment; the calling of a new Rector for St. 

Bartholomewôs this spring; the Episcopal Churchôs 

General Convention in Indianapolis in July, and the 

Presidential Election in November.  Will we be 

ready and able ñto live and move and have our 

beingò with these changes as God wills for us?  Or 

will we let our physical, mental, or spiritual clutter 

hold us back?     

In the words of the Letter to the Hebrews 12:1:

cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every 

weight, and sin which clings so closely, and let us

Episcopal Relief & Development 

Episcopal churches try to help those outside their 

parishes on many levels. 

St. Bartholomewôs Outreach Commission organizes 

our Christmas Basket and school backpack projects 

to help less fortunate people in our own community. 

On a diocesan level, Episcopal Charities supports 

nonprofits addressing the sources of poverty in the 

five-county Bay Area. On the national and 

international level, the Episcopal Church in the 

United States aids the needy through Episcopal 

Relief & Development. 

Longtime Episcopalians may remember our national 

ñOutreach Commissionò as the Presiding Bishopôs 

Fund for World Relief, its name when it was first 

established in 1940 to assist refugees fleeing Europe 

during World War II. In 2000, PBFWRôs name was 

changed to Episcopal Relief & Development (ERD) 

to emphasize its ongoing emergency relief work and 

growing focus on long-term development and 

rehabilitation programs (plus, it made writing 

donation checks much easier!). 

According to its website, ñIn 2010, Episcopal Relief 

& Development reached more than 3 million people 

in over 40 countries around the world. 

ñ . . . Episcopal Relief & Development supports 

unique local, long-term initiatives that address 

poverty, hunger, disease, economic development and 

disaster response. 

ñOur partnership with the worldwide Church creates 

opportunities to serve communities in some of the 

most remote areas of the world, as well as in urban 

environments where extreme poverty persists. 

ñIn many of these places, the Church is often one of 

the few institutions people trust and turn to for help. 

Episcopal Relief & Development leverages existing 

Church relationships to reach those whose need is 

greatest.ò 

One facet of ERDôs work is disaster relief, both here 

and abroad. In the US, it provides long-term support 

and hands-on service to dioceses, combining its 

financial resources with additional technical support 

in order to help the affected populations recover 

from disasters. Internationally, ERD provides critical 

assistance such as shelter, food, and medicine when 

disasters strike, and also helps rebuild homes and 

local infrastructure such as schools, roads and water 

systems. For example, ERD continues to help in 

post-earthquake Haiti by building provisional homes 

with latrines and showers, and offering employment 

opportunities, community improvement projects, 

kitchen garden and micro-credit programs, among 

other services. 
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ERD also strives to alleviate hunger in dozens of 

countries around the world. It offers seeds, tools and 

training to improve crops, add nutritional value and 

increase total food production. It gives families and 

communities animals such as chickens, cows, goats 

and pigs to provide an ongoing source of nutrition. It 

also directly provides food to families and 

individuals experiencing chronic food shortages. 

ERD attempts to address the root causes of poverty 

by creating income-earning opportunities for 

families through loans, tools, equipment and training 

in many countries. On the world health front, ERD 

saves lives by educating people about good health 

practices, and fighting preventable diseases that kill 

millions of people each year. It partners with the 

NetsforLife program to distribute insecticide-treated 

over-bed nets that prevent the spread of malaria. 

In sum, a donation to Episcopal Relief &

December 14, 2011 

Commission Reports: 

Finance ï Abigail Plemmons, Treasurer 

¶ Abby plans to have all current bills paid by 

Dec. 31 to facilitate a clean accounting break. 

¶ There is currently $9,826 in the Capital 

Campaign Fund.   

¶ Mother Debbie reported that the organ was 

tuned on Dec. 13. It is in great shape since 

last checked three years ago; however, mice 

and/or rats are eating through the leather air 

bellows and air is beginning to leak.  Dave 

Rettinger will contact a few exterminator 

companies for estimates to eradicate the 

mice/rats.  Mother Debbie suggested that, 

depending upon the cost to eradicate, this 

might be a capital expense. 

Stewardship ï Steve Weber 

¶ Abby reported that 43 pledges have been 

received for a total of $101,000.  Steve 

reminded us of our mid-year pledge 

commitment to hiring a full-time Rector ï it 

is not too late to submit a 2012 pledge. 

¶ Steve reported he has been calling usual 

givers who have not yet submitted a pledge.  

Mother Debbie stated she will put friendly 

reminders in the Full Circle and weekly 

bulletins. 

Outreach ï Laning Thompson 

¶ Lanny stated that parishioners were very 

generous in supporting the Christmas Basket 

project this year.  We are providing gifts for 

six families in the Enos Way and Junction 

Avenue neighborhoods. Some $300 in 

grocery gift cards was received, as well as 

$880 in cash and checks. 

¶ Lanny will be using her position as editor of 

the Full Circle to espouse outreach at St. 

Bartôs. She was very appreciative of Mike 

Atkinôs help in preparing the December Full 

Circle. 

¶ The Mitten Tree will remain up through the 

holidays.  These items will be given to people 

in need in the community. 

Education ï Mark Plemmons 

¶ Mark reported Sunday School continues with 

ten participants each week.  During the 

month of December the focus has been on 

rehearsal for the Epiphany Pageant to be 

presented on Jan. 8, 2012. 

¶ Mother Debbie reported a good turnout for 

her Angels class ï 15 participants at the first 

session, 10 at the second, and the final 

session will be on December 18.  She 

reported that many of the attendees were non-

parishioners. 

¶ Mother Debbie asked if there were enough 

youth for another confirmation class.  Abby 

reported that there are possibly four eligible 

youths. 

¶ The book Unbinding the Gospel by Martha 

Grace Reese (based on a study of successful 

church growth strategies for many kinds of 

churches) will be used for Adult Ed study 

during Lent. 

Buildings & Grounds ï Dave Rettinger 

¶ Dave reported that workday volunteers 

loaded two loads of óMini Mount Mulchô into 

a trailer provided by an NA participant.  The 

loads were delivered to sources that use the 

material for horse bedding; therefore, there 

was no financial cost to St. Bartôs to remove 

the debris.   

¶ Related to discussion of our high water bills, 

Dave Rettinger reported he will try to 

determine which of our two water valves 

controls which areas on our property.

He reported he was disappointed in 

the results: he sent 86 e-mails, and only 9 

people downloaded the Full Circle. 

¶ Mike reported that 13 pledges have been 

received using the online pledge form. 

¶ Abigail reported that the website history 

section has been updated to include Mikeôs 

recent surprise birthday celebration. 

¶ Pictorial Directory: still exploring ways to do 

this project.  Recent discussions at the 

Church Vitality Forum have opened other 

alternatives to be considered. 

Worship ï Mother Debbie 

¶ Mother Debbie reported that Cynthia Bird 

was unable to purchase handheld candles for 

the holiday services.  The local supplier, Glad 

Tidings, no longer carries the candles.  

Mother Debbie checked online and found a 

supplier ï Ave Maria in San Jose.  She will 

purchase the candles and have them here for 

the holiday services. 

¶ Mother Debbie will send an e-mail schedule 

for those serving at the two Christmas Eve 

services. 

Hospitality ï 

¶ Mother Debbie reported that a check for 

$125.50 has been received from Chevyôs for 

the Nov. 10 óDining Outô fundraiser.   There 

will be a óDining Outô event every other 

month beginning in January.  Participating 

restaurants in Livermore include Los  

Vaqueros Grill, Meloôs Pizza & Pasta, Baja 

Fresh, and the Peking Restaurant, to name a 

few. 

¶ There will be an óappreciationô potluck 
luncheon on Dec. 18 (following the late 

service) to honor Tom and Alice Williams. 

Alice has been transferred to Washington, 

DC by her employer. 

We will thank Alice for her time as Junior 

Warden, co-head of the Outreach 

Commission, member of the Altar Guild, and 

both Tom and Alice for their support of the 

monthly parish work parties and their 

wonderful homemade soups!  

Miscellaneous 

¶ As it was uncertain if there would be a 

quorum for the December Vestry meeting, 

Mother Debbie had asked for an eVote to 

approve the Nov. 16 Minutes and her annual 

housing allowance. Jenny Moy replied that 

she believes our current By-laws donôt allow 

for an eVote.  Several other members respon-

ded by casting their votes on the two items. 

¶ Mike Atkin noted that in this age of 

electronic communications and the regular 

use of electronic conferencing techniques, we 

should look into amending our By-laws to 

provide for the ability to hold virtual 

meetings, allow eVoting on special issues, 

and allow individuals to attend meetings via 

phone or Skype and vote as if they were 

present.  He also stated he would be willing 

to explore how we might amend the By-laws 

to allow for these technology changes. 

¶ Mother Debbie advised she would check with 

Canon Barloweôs office for clarification with 

regards to the use of electronic technology 

for Vestry issues and decisions. 

¶ There was a quorum at the meeting, and the 

Vestry approved the November Minutes and 

Mother Debbieôs housing allowance for the 

coming year. 

Southern Alameda County Deanery  

¶ The annual Southern Alameda County 

Deanery Vestry Retreat will be from Friday, 

Jan. 27 through mid-day Sunday, Jan. 29, 

2012 at Bishopôs Ranch in Healdsburg.  The 

retreat is open for all current, retiring, and 

newly elected Vestry members.  Also 

included will be newly elected Deanery 
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(Vestry Highlights, continued) 

Representatives.  Mother Debbie reported 

there has been a cost increase to $170 per 

person (shared room).  She said Bishop 

Andrus will cover the additional shared room 

cost (above $170).  Scholarships are available 

for anyone needing assistance.  It was 

suggested that we each pay our deposit to St. 

Bartôs now and then St. Bartôs will send in a 

check.  Abby stated it would make the 

bookkeeping much simpler to do ï dollars in, 

then dollars out.  Mother Debbie will check 

on the amount and due date of the retreat 

deposit and advise. 

Summer Deanery Event 

¶ Mother Debbie reported that the annual 

óDeanery Bashô at Shadow Cliffs Regional 

Park in Pleasanton has been replaced by 

Family Camp at St. Dorothyôs Rest (NW of 

Sebastopol), Aug. 17-19, 2012.  The Deanery 

needs a $375 deposit from each parish to 

reserve a spot.  The cost per person will be 

$175 which includes two nights of camping 

and six meals.   

¶ Vestry members in attendance stated they 

were not in favor of the change in events due 

to the distance and cost.  Mother Debbie will 

get more information on Family Camp and 

advise.

Growth &  Vitality Workshops  

The final diocesan workshop on Growth and Vitality 

was held on Dec. 10, 2011. The topic under 

consideration was communications, and it was by far 

the most technical workshop of the series. 

The first point of discussion covered the use of 

databases for our parishes.  Representatives from St. 

Maryôs discussed their experiences with 

SalesForce.com, a CRM (Client/Customer Relations 

Management) cloud.  The discussion that followed 

explored the idea of being able to bridge the cloud 

database of SalesForce.com with QuickBooks to 

cross-reference parishionersô statistics with their 

giving history to expedite stewardship 

campaigns.  Perhaps part of the bridging 

infrastructure will use rules from the Episcopal 

Manual for Accounting and Business Best Practices. 

A concern was posed regarding the sensitivities of 

the parishioners.  For example, would an email from 

the Bishop with a greeting on your birthday be 

viewed a gracious gesture, or would it be met with a 

cynical ñHe doesnôt have a clue who I am, so what 

does this mean -- spam?ò 

The second section was a discussion of how social 

sites like YouVersion.com can support small groups 

for Bible studies or similar activities.  Examples 

were given of flash-mob Bible studies.  This segued 

into DioBytes and the third section: Does the diocese 

need a social networking site? 

Communicating via newsletters needs updating to 

current modalities -- the diocese is planning to use 

Responsive Grid Technology powered by HTML5. 

This will allow for more seamless user interaction by 

allowing the diocese to create a more dynamic series 

of rules that allow both editors and traffic to 

prioritize content.  The recommendation to the group 

is to create visual banners that draw the reader into 

your newsletter, web page or other communication 

media.  

The conversation ranged from discussion of hash 

tags for Twitter to Drupal.  

In the end, the conversation meandered back to the 

personal touch -- having a place for a quiet 

contemplation.  If a conclusion could be taken from 

this workshop, it would be something like this: if we 

are trying to use technology alone to repopulate a 

church designed after WW II, we will not be 

successful.  If we are going to use technology to 

redesign the church for the 21
st
 century, we may be 

successful.  We need to use technology to reach 

people in real time with a format that will resonate.  

This redesign will provide opportunity for new 

models of community and new models for 

funding.  These new models will require the church 

to be more attentive to personal context.
